Wisdom of the Legend Keeper: Special Projects Hints

This month’s hint relates to Special Project 5, which requires the delivery of a report on the history, lifestyle, and/or customs of the tribe for which the group is named.  In today’s world of Internet searching, plus school and public libraries, it should not difficult to find considerable information about your tribe.  There are some suggestions in the Logewhego Federation Resource Guide (p. 24) to get you started.

The level of detail would depend on the child’s age and interest level, and this project may be more suitable for princesses and little braves in their third or fourth years.  Information about the tribe’s geographic location, shelter, food sources, clothing, and spiritual beliefs would be some potential topics within the report.  The report can be delivered to the tribal chief or as part of a tribal council meeting.  Completion of this project earns the author the “yellow with black tip” special projects feather.

Keep in mind that the tribal chiefs have the primary responsibility for ensuring that the criteria are met before a feather patch is awarded.  The Legend Keeper of each nation council is designated as the special projects coordinator for their nation – this is the person responsible for distributing special project patches at their respective Longhouse.
